(Concession return Ferry Ticket to be pur-
chased from the Quay) 
 
The history of Cockatoo Island is fascinating.  It is 
the largest island in Sydney Harbour.  Located at 
the junction of the Parramatta and Lane Cove riv-
ers, Cockatoo Island is a former imperial prison, 
industrial school, reformatory and goal.  It is also 
the site of one of Australia’s biggest shipyards 
during the twentieth century. 

 
The hour taping begins at 1 pm 
so we need to meet no later than 
12.30 pm in the Atrium of the 
ABC Centre at 700 Harris St,  
Ultimo. 
 
The 501 bus can be caught from 
either the corner of George and 
Bathurst Sts (opposite Town 
Hall) at 11.12am. Parking is not 
available on site, but parking sta-
tion locations can be found on
